St. John Bosco of Bellflower arrived into the season with the distinction of being perhaps the deepest roster in the state, and so far the Braves have done little to change that perception. Seasonal highlights thus far include a runner-up finish to Division I behemoth Royal at the early-season Woodbridge Invitational and a late-season triumph over more Division I powers at the Arcadia Apache Invitational. Carlos Martinez is usually at the front side of a very deep Braves attack while Joseph Hannah was the surprise pacesetter (15:39) when the crew competed here while sick and perhaps a bit rattled at the Mt. SAC Invitational last month. Palos Verdes, on the other hand, has kept a lower profile this fall while avoiding some of the major meets in trying to calibrate itself for a perfect postseason peak. Super senior Chase Zukerman has been at the forefront of the vaunted “PV” attack this fall, with the red-black-and-white clad Sea Kings notching a big win across state lines at the Nike PreNationals meet in Portland earlier this season and fresh off a stunning 15-point shutout effort at the always power-packed Bay League Finals. Zukerman, Jacob Paulson and Jonah Diaz purred through these hills in a controlled effort last week and are most dangerous when their ‘pack attack’ holds its shape well. Golden Valley, among the division’s best programs all season, picked an ideal time to out it all together with a division-best 79:20 team-time clocking last weekend in qualifying. Senior Seth Totten, the long-haired wunderkind from the talent-rich Santa Clarita Valley region, is the team leader.
